Introduction


  
  This resource provides an overview of everything you will need to know when creating an open educational resource (OER) that will be published by BCcampus. It provides a high-level overview of things to keep in mind as you work on your project, specific policies and expectations that BCcampus has in place, and links to resources that go into more depth so you can easily find the information you need.

  We ask that you read this resource through in its entirety before starting your project and to refer back to it whenever you have questions.

  It is broken up into main sections:

  
    	Workflow and Responsibilities: The general process for publishing OER at BCcampus, the responsibilities of authors, and an overview of supports available.

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Workflow and Responsibilities

  When creating or adapting a new OER, you will go through five general phases:

  
    	Make a plan.

    	Create and adapt content.

    	Have the work reviewed and edited.

    	Make any necessary revisions.

    	Submit to BCcampus OER Production Team.

  

  This section provides an overview of each of those phases, the specific things you as the author/project lead are responsible for, supporting resources, and how the OER Production team can support you.

  Authors and/or Project Leads

  The following table details the responsibilities of authors/project leads in each phase of creating or adapting an OER. The table also provides links to more information about each task.

 	Plan 	Identify people who can contribute to the project (including students, staff, and/or subject matter experts) as co-authors, reviewers, editors, instructional designers, etc. 	See “Contributing Authors” in the Self-Publishing Guide and “Building a Team” in the Rebus Guide to Publishing Open Textbooks (So Far). 
 	Plan 	Identify what content you have and what you will need. This can include text, images, videos, etc.

 	Create/Adapt 	Set the book up in Pressbooks. Determine book structure, elements, and general style guidelines. 		What is the structure of the book? What is the structure of each chapter?  	Create/Adapt 	Find and/or create content that is open (i.e., learning objectives, text, images, video/audio, glossary terms, H5P activities, exercises). 	See the sections on Licences and Permissions and Find Open Resources in this resource. 
 	Create/Adapt 	Ensure all content reflects the human diversity of our world in a way that is inclusive and respectful. 	See the section on Diverse and Inclusive Representation in OER in this resource. 
 	Create/Adapt 	Track licence and source info for all non-original content. This will be used to provide attribution statements or reused and adapted work. 	See the section on Citation and Attribution in this resource. 
 	Create/Adapt 	Write image descriptions. 	See the Accessibility Toolkit’s chapter on Images. 
 	Create/Adapt 	Select/create video, audio, and images that are accessible. 	See the Accessibility Toolkit’s chapter on Multimedia. 
 	Review/Edit 	Set up peer review. 	See Peer Review and Peer Review Process. 
 	Revise 	Incorporate revisions and edits identified by reviewers and editors. 	 
 	Review/Edit 	Have the resource copy edited and proofread by someone who is not the author. There should be no changes to the content after this point. Depending on your contract, this may be the responsibility of your project manager. 	See How to Copy Edit, How to Proofread, and Guidelines for Copy Editors in the Self-Publishing Guide. 
 	Set up book cover and description. 	Select an official title for the resource, find an openly licensed image for the cover, and write a short description of the book. 	If this is an Open Education project, the OER Production team will use our cover template and your image to generate a book cover. Here is a list of open image collections. Ensure you keep track of the image link. 
 	Submit 	Submit the finalized resource to the OER Production Team for a final review. Respond to any questions or requests that the OER Production Team has. 	You can expect this process to take 2–6 months depending on the length and complexity of the content and how closely you’ve worked with the OER Production team leading up to this point. 
 	Share publicly 	How your OER will be shared will depend on who is funding the resource and the type of resource. If you are working on a textbook or course content, connect with the OER Production Team to discuss getting the resource into the BCcampus Open Collection. 	 
  

  BCcampus OER Production Team

  In addition to the support provided by your project manager, the OER Production Team at BCcampus is responsible for providing the following supports and services:

  
    	Provide training, feedback, and tech support around Pressbooks and open publishing practices throughout the creation process through: 	Regular webinars on OER Publishing topics,
	Email,
	Remote meetings.



    	Conduct a final review of the resource. This includes: 	Check for accessibility and fix identified problems.
	Verify licences and attributions statements.
	Ensure consistency in style across the resource.



    	Prepare the resource for publication. This includes: 	Make the resource available in multiple formats.
	Add metadata, back/front matter, ISBNs.
	Create a cover in consultation with author/project lead.
	Add to collection if appropriate.
	Set up a print-on-demand option for the resource if appropriate.

  Timelines

  Project timelines can really vary. However, once you hand your finished project over to the OER Production Team, you can expect two–six months before the resource is ready to be shared publicly.

  This will vary based on the size of the resource and the amount of work the OER Production Team has to do to bring it in alignment with our standards. That is why it is a great idea to get us involved early and follow the guidelines we’ve laid out in this resource.

2
Diverse and Inclusive Representation in OER



  
  Here are some guidelines to keep in mind to ensure that the content of your OER is both diverse and inclusive. For more information about what diversity and inclusion mean, you can read BCcampus’s Equity, Diversity, and Inclusion statement.

  A note about diversity: The term “diversity” refers to the variety of experiences and attributes held by people across all walks of life. No one thing or person is “diverse.” There are no “diverse individuals.” Diversity must always be evaluated on a collective level.

  Illustrations and Photos

  Ensure images throughout the resource reflect diversity and consider the intersectionality and context of the depiction (for example, is anything perpetuating a stereotype or does the context/setting indicate anything negative).

  
    	Consider the quantity of images and illustrations, and the individuals and populations represented therein.

    	Consider the role, depiction, connotation, and purpose of the people represented and the context that you are using the image in.

  

  Resource: A list of openly licensed image collections that include people of various genders, skin tones, abilities, etc.

  Names

  Ensure that people’s names used in examples, exercises, and scenarios represent various countries of origin, ethnicities, and genders. Ensure that names with particular ethnic or origin associations are portrayed respectfully and accurately; avoid negative comparisons or stereotypes associated with particular national origins or ethnicities.

  
    	Include diverse names representing various national origins, ethnicities, genders, etc.

    	Avoid stereotypes associated with certain names or names that present in a certain way.

  Pronouns

  Gender is a spectrum and gender diversity is something that should be reflected in OER. This means using gender-neutral language, using examples that reflect gender diversity, and using people’s correct pronouns.

  
    	Use a variety of pronouns, including gender-neutral pronouns, for the people included in examples, exercises, and scenarios.

    	When referring to a real person, ensure that you are using their correct pronouns. If unsure, this information can often be found by checking their website or Twitter bio or just by asking.

    	When referring to a non-identified individual, use the singular “they” rather than “he/she.” (For example: A student should ask their teacher about the preferred citation style.)

  

  Examples and Exercises

  Ensure that diverse contexts are included, all examples are comprehensible by everyone, and stereotypes are avoided.

  
    	Use examples that include a variety of people, organizations, geographies, and situations.

    	Use real-world scenarios that address diverse situations and contexts.

    	Avoid negative stereotypes or sensitive subjects in problems and applications unless the subject matter demands it.

    	Do not make assumptions about prior knowledge, especially around culturally specific examples. For example, not all students may be familiar with Western nursery rhymes or kids’ television from the 1990s.

  

  Key Figures in a Field

  When discussing historical, pioneering, or current researchers or studies in the field, recognize contributions from people of all backgrounds.

  
    	Seek diversity in key figures.

    	Avoid isolating marginalized figures to specific sections (for example, multiculturalism).

    	Where historical figures are not diverse, include current figures from the underrepresented groups.

  

  Terminology

  Ensure that all references to people, groups, populations, categories, conditions, and disabilities use the appropriate terminology and do not contain any derogatory, colloquial, inappropriate, or otherwise incorrect language.

  For historical uses that should remain in place, consider adding context, such as “a widely used term at the time.” Ensure that quotations or paraphrases using outdated terms are attributed, contextualized, and rare.

  
    	Replace any outdated, incorrect, or offensive terminology. If needed for historical references or direct quotations, insert context, attribution, and/or quotations.

    	Recognize that appropriate terminology is changing all the time, and do your best to use current terms.

    	Avoid idioms or colloquialisms that may lead to confusion or misunderstanding.

  Citational Practices

  Consider what authors, researchers, and organizations you are citing. Where possible, aim to diversify your references. Seek out specific efforts and programs that drive inclusive citation, such as Cite Black Women. This may be easier in some disciplines than others, but try to identify specific opportunities in your discipline, and partner with your editors and teams to potentially engage with academic organizations focused on diversity, equity, and inclusion in your field.

The Publishing Platform



  
  Pressbooks is the publishing tool that BCcampus uses to create and publish open educational resources.

  Key Features

  Here are some features of Pressbooks that make it a great tool:

  
    	Create a webbook and export to multiple formats (PDF and EPUB).

    	Able to create accessible and responsive content.

    	Include text, images, video, and audio all in one spot.

    	Import content from multiple sources.

    	Create a glossary.

    	Incorporate interactivity through H5P activities and web annotation (Hypothes.is).

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Accessibility and UDL



  
  The focus of many open textbook projects is to provide access to education at low or no cost. If the materials are not accessible for each and every student, they do not fulfill the mandate to deliver fully open textbooks.

  This section outlines a number of resources that will help ensure your resource will be accessible for all students, including students with disabilities.

  Accessibility Requirements

  These are the minimum accessibility requirements that we aim to achieve for all open textbooks that we publish. This checklist is meant to act as a quick reference as you work on your OER. You should be familiar with the accessibility requirements before you start working on your resource and check back as needed. If you are looking for more technical instructions about how to achieve all of these things in Pressbooks see the Accessibility section in the BCcampus Open Education Publishing Style Guide.

  The OER Production Team is here to help, and we will make sure that your book meets all of these criteria before publishing.

 	Headings 	Content is organized under headings and subheadings that are used sequentially. 	See “Organizing Content” in the Accessibility Toolkit

 	Audio and Video
  		All audio content includes a transcript that includes all speech content and relevant descriptions of non-speach audio and speaker names/headings where necessary.
	All videos include high-quality (i.e., not machine generated) captions of all speech content and relevant non-speech content.
	All videos with contextual visuals (graphs, charts, etc.) are described audibly in the video.

 	H5P 	All H5P activities have been tested for accessibility by the H5P team and have passed their testing. 	See Accessibility of H5P Content Types.

 	Equations 		Equations written in plain text use proper symbols (i.e., −, ×, ÷)
	Equations have been created using LaTeX and are rendered with MathJax.
	If LaTeX is not an option, equations are images with alternative text descriptions.

    BCcampus Image Description Policy
 
    
      Images are powerful tools that can convey a lot of information in very little space. However, not everyone will be able to access those images, so writing image descriptions is a vital part of making your resource accessible to all students.

      Because image descriptions are context dependent and can contain a lot of information, they are often best written by someone with subject matter expertise who understands what is going on in the image and what students should be getting out of it. As such, authors are responsible for writing image descriptions as they add images to the resource.

      The OER Production team is available to provide specific guidelines and feedback on your descriptions, but we need your expertise to ensure the descriptions are accurate and useful for students. If you have a lot of complex images, set up a meeting with us so we can talk through strategies for describing images.

  Tools for Accessibility Testing

  
    	WAVE Browser Extension: With a click of a button, the WAVE plugin will assess a webpage for text colour contrast, identify what images do and don’t have alt text, give you an overview of the heading structure, identify links to PDFs, and assess table markup. This tool can be used to assess Pressbooks webbook chapters.

    	Contrast Checker: This tool is helpful for finding accessible colour combinations and checking colour combinations for accessibility. You can also upload pictures and it pull pull the covers from the picture to check. Colour combinations must meet Level AA (ratio 4.5:1 for regular text).

    	NVDA: An open source screen reader available for Windows computers. Also MathPlayer will allow an NVDA screen reader to correctly verbalize LaTeX equations rendered with MathML.

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Licences and Permissions
When You Can Use the Work of Others



  
  This section offers an overview of what content you can include in your open resource and in what contexts. We give a brief introduction to copyright as it functions in Canada, discuss how open licences work, and then get into the options and limitations around including content that is not openly licensed. This includes guidelines around the following:

  
    	Linking to external sources

    	Embedding media (i.e., videos, audio)

    	Fair dealing as it applies to direct quotes and poetry

    	Getting permission to include all rights reserved content

  

  Note that as the author of an resource, it is your responsibility to ensure that you follow all licence terms and that you do not infringe on the copyrights of others.

  Copyright

  Copyright is the legal framework protecting the intellectual property of creative works. In Canada, copyright is defined under the Copyright Act. There are a few important things to keep in mind about copyright in Canada:

  
    	Only the copyright holder has permission to distribute and adapt a work.

    	The copyright holder is usually the author/creator of a work, but not always.

    	Copyright protection is automatic. It is not something you have to apply for.

    	If others want to use, share, or adapt the work, they need to get permission or a licence from the copyright holder that specifies the terms of use.

  Openly Licensed Content

  Open licences are how copyright holders let the world know that they are okay with people taking, reusing, and adapting their creative works. Note that the creator maintains the copyright for their original work: the open licence simply means that they give others permission to use the work as well. These licences specify exactly what others are allowed to do with the work and in what contexts without needing to contact the copyright holder to ask permission.

  
    As a general rule, only openly licensed content or content that is in the public domain may be included in an open resource.
  

  If you’re not sure whether the content you want to use is openly licensed, read Resources: Only the Open in the Self-Publishing Guide.

  Creative Commons Licences

  [image: CC BY licenceicon.]Creative Commons licences are probably the most common open licences that you will encounter. There are seven licences in total, which come with different combinations of restrictions:

  
    	Attribution: This requires you to attribute (give credit to) the original creator.

    	ShareAlike: This requires you to use the same licence for any work that you create based on their original work.

    	NonCommercial: This restricts you from profiting off of their work.

    	NoDerivatives: This restricts you from making any changes to their work.

  

  To learn more about each of the seven licences, read About CC Licences.

  Attribution

  One of the most common requirements of open licences is to give attribution to the original creator. See the section on Citation and Attribution for more information.

  Public Domain

  When copyright expires (in Canada, this is 50 years after the death of the creator), the work enters the public domain. This means that anyone is allowed to use the work without obtaining permission, but no one can own it. Some creators choose to place or “dedicate” their works to the public domain. For this, Creative Commons has created the CC0 Universal Public Domain Dedication.

  Works in the public domain may be included in an open resource. Although they don’t legally require attribution, you should still attribute public domain and CC0 content so others using your resource know where you got that content from. See the section on Citation and Attribution for more information.

  Non-Openly Licensed Content (All Rights Reserved)

  Content that is not openly licensed, meaning it is “all rights reserved,” is covered by the regular terms and restrictions of copyright law. As such, it cannot be included in an open resource except under the following exceptions:

  
    	Linking: You may link to external websites from within your open resource.

    	Embedding: You may embed media (video, audio, etc.) that are hosted on an external site by the copyright holder within your open resource. If embedding, you will need to attribute the content (See Citation and Attribution). Note that some creators restrict embedding, in which case their resources may not be included.

    	Fair Dealing: This is an exception in the Copyright Act that allows you to use all rights reserved material for the purpose of research, private study, education, satire, parody, criticism, review, or news reporting, provided that what you do with the work is “fair.” Unfortunately, the Copyright Act does not define what counts as “fair.” It is a subjective evaluation based on a number of factors (how much is used, how many copies, commercial/non-commercial, etc). As such, BCcampus has developed a fair dealing policy for open resources we publish.
 

  

  
    BCcampus Fair Dealing Policy
 
    
      Here are the limits on how much all rights reserved content you may include in an open resource funded by BCcampus without needing to ask permission from the copyright holder:

      
        	Poetry: No more than 5% of a poem.

        	Text (published and unpublished): Block quotes cannot exceed 200 words. You cannot quote more than 500 words from one resource in total.

      

      Ensure that quoted content is cited according to the citation style you have chosen (see Citation and Attribution). If you want to exceed any of these limits (or include non-text content from an all rights reserved resource), you will need to obtain permission from the copyright holder.

    

  

  Because open resources are publicly available on the internet, our fair dealing policy was informed by the policies of Canadian university presses.[1] Note that fair dealing is interpreted much more liberally for instructors wanting to share content with their students within a learning management system (LMS).

  Permission to Include All Rights Reserved Content in an Open Resource

  We strongly discourage including all rights reserved content in open resources. This is because it makes it difficult for people to use and adapt the resource for their own purposes. Each person would have to get their own permission to adapt the content. As much as possible, use existing open content or create new content.

  If this is not possible, please connect with your project manager and the OER Production Team to discuss the possibility of obtaining permission to include the content.

  Paid Stock-Images

  Stock images where you have to pay for a licence should not be included in an open textbook. Wherever possible, use existing open content or create your own. This will ensure that people who adapt the resource in the future will be able to use that content as well.

  If that is not possible, connect with your project manager and the OER Production Team and we will see if we can figure something out.

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Citation and Attribution
How to Credit the Work of Others



  
  In this section, we will be going over some basic guidelines around citation and attribution. If you are not sure what the difference between these two things is, start by reading the following section in the Self-Publishing Guide: Citation vs. Attribution.

  Citation

  As you would with any academic writing, you should cite your sources throughout the resource. This means providing in-line citations or footnotes and some type of reference list. The citation style you use is up to you, as long as it is consistent. Generally, textbooks use APA or Chicago style.

  Attribution

  T: Title

  If you are creating an OER that includes openly licensed content created by other people (whether that be text, images, or videos), you must attribute (give credit to) the original creator. This is a minimum requirement for materials licensed under a Creative Commons licence. See Licences and Permissions for more information.

  When attributing the creator, you should remember the acronym TASL, which stands for Title, Author, Source, and
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Find Open Resources


  
  
    What are open educational resources?
 
    OER stands for open educational resources, which are any resources used for teaching and learning that are either in the public domain or under an open licence that gives anyone, anywhere permission to keep, share, edit, and remix the resource’s content. An OER could be a textbook, a case study, a slide show, an image, a video, a podcast, etc.

  

  Here is a list of places to look to find existing openly licensed content:

  
    	B.C. Open Textbook Collection: A collection of over 300 open textbooks that prioritizes Canadian content and includes multiple textbooks written by B.C. faculty.

    	Pressbooks Directory: Search and filter through over 2,500 books that have been published in Pressbooks.

    	OER by Discipline Directory: A directory of open educational resources organized by discipline.

    	Multimedia: A list of where you can find openly licensed images, videos, and audio. Note that it also includes sites like Google Images, Flickr, and YouTube that have Creative Commons search filters.
